Saskatchewan Parks operates nine Historical Parks, located throughout the province. These sites offer varying levels of displays, interpretation
and services for your enjoyment. They are dedicated to preserving our cultural and natural history and encompass a wide breadth of

Saskatchewan’s past.

Go back in history at Fort Carlton, to a reconstructed HBC fur trade post. This year, Fort Carlton will celebrate the David Thompson Bicentennial
starting in the spring, through educational programs and special events under the banner, “Are We There Yet?” which includes a stop by the
David Thompson Canoe Brigade who are following his path in historic birch bark canoes. Other Historic Parks, such as St. Victor Petroglyphs,
located near Assiniboia, tell the story of Saskatchewan’s prehistoric mysteries.

Cannington Manor village site introduces you to
the people who came to the prairies in the
1880s and hoped to create a Victorian society
in this new place. Reconstructed buildings and
artifacts allow costumed staff to bring this
history to life.

Visitors are
encouraged to stop and see the original 1888
house. A self-use interpretive pathway around
the building exterior tells the story of the past
owners and their connection to Cannington
Manor.

Historic Fort Carlton was a Hudson's Bay
Company trading and provisioning post
established where First Nations trappers and
bison hunters had long gathered. Also located
at the intersection of two major fur trade
routes, the North Saskatchewan River and the
Carlton Trail, the fort operated as an important
post from its building in 1810 through the
treaty process until the 1885 North West
Resistance.

Today at Fort Carlton Provincial Park, the fur
trade story is told by knowledgeable staff within
the reconstructed stockade, at the tipi
encampment or on interpretive trails. Watch for
our special events - in 2008 we commemorate
one of Canada's greatest explorers and fur
traders, David Thompson.

@ St. Victor Petroglyphs

@ Touchwood Hills Post
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The petroglyphs (rock carvings) are one of
Saskatchewan's prehistoric mysteries. There are
over 300 petroglyphs on site. The carvings are
very difficult to see as they are shallow, due to
weathering and erosion. The best time for
viewing is on a clear day in the morning or late
afternoon to evening as the lower angle of the
sun creates shadows which help define and
outline their shapes. Visitor access to the
petroglyph is restricted by a fence and viewing of
the petroglyphs is through the fence. No staff
on site.
